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Comienzos

Desde muy chico estuve en contacto con la pintura. Vivia en una
casa en Martinez, que estaba rodeada de artistas, y mientras iba
a la escuela, me entretenia mirando trabajar al aire libre a artistas
como Raul Schuejin (1907-1983) que nos visitaba muy seguido, y
a Kenneth Kemble (1923-1998).

Fue asi que, siendo muy joven tuve interés por lo adquisicion de
obras de arte, y realicé las dos primeras compras: un aguafuerte
de Quinquela Martin y un dleo de Osvaldo Imperiale.

Desde ese entonces ya se evidenciaba mi inclinacion hacia la te-
mdtica maring. Siempre me interesd la relacidn hombre-agua, y el
cardcter y personalidad del sujeto que vive en la franja costera, que
es muy particular. Asi fue que me dediqué al estudio de la Etno-
grafia Maritima y la Arqueclogia Naval. Luego siguieron compras
de temas variados, y a medida que adquirio las obras, visitaba los
talleres de los artistas, recorria museos acompanado por especia-
listas y criticos de arte, y asistia a diferentes cursos y semingrios
para interiorizarme en el tema.

Pero, fue realmente a partir de mediados de los "90, cuando se
profundizé mi interés por el arte y el coleccionismo.

fa en ese momento tenia la conviccion de inclinarme decididamen-
te al arte marino, y ese fue el eje que marco el ingreso de nuevas
obras al conjunto, y a comienzos del ofio 2000, ya con objetivos
bien clares y blsquedas particulares, aquel conjunto tomé forma
de coleccion,

Apertura al piblico

Desde hace afios, y en especial desde la inauguracion del Museo
Maritimo y del Presidio en Ushuaig, era evidente la falta de espa-
cios donde los artistas locales pudiesen exponer sus obras. Fue asi
que a pedido y por iniciativa de un grupo de ellos, nacié en el ano
1998 la Galeria de Arte del Museo Maritimo.

Paralelamente, también observé que no sdlo Ushuaia carecia de
un Museo de Arte, o por lo menos de una coleccién que pudiese
ser visitada o expuesta peridgdicamente, sino que esta problemdti-
ca se hacia extensiva a toda la provincia de Tierra del Fuego, y que
tampoco existian espacios preparados para recibir exposiciones
que legaban desde otros lugares.

Esta situacion -por suerte- se fue revirtiendo gracias a lo porticipa-
cion de diversos actores sociales, como la Municipalidad, y varios
agentes privados, que con diferente suerte abrieron espacios para
que se cumplan estos objetivos.

Pero fue en ese entonces que comencé a pensar en la posibilidad

de exhibir la coleccién y abrirla al publico. Simultaneamente el
Museo Maritimo fue creciendo, y tenia ya reconocimiento inter-
nacional, y a la Galeria de Arte se le habia sumado una Sala de
Exposiciones Temporarias, en la que se exhibian obras de artistas
locales y se comenzaron a exponer colecciones como la del Dr.
Oscar Cavarra, de Grandes Maestros de la Pintura Argentina, y la
Caoleccidn de grabados de Salvador Dali con la curaduria de San-
tiago Shanahan, con gran repercusion en el piblico local, y entre
los turistas que visitaban el museo. Estas experiencias ayudaron a
que para ese entonces la idea de montar una exposicion perma-
nente de arte, se convirtiese en un objetivo, y se iniciaron tareas
de reestructuracion y acondicionamientos de nuevos espacios en
el museo. A comienzos de 2006, se comenzo a preparar ¢l Pabe-
lién Il de la Planta Alta, para albergar al futuro Museo de Arte, y
convoqué a un equipo de especialistas para que trabajaran en el
proyecto conjuntamente con el personal del museo.

Eje Tematico

5i bien la coleccién abarca muchos auteres con diferentes obras, el
eje tematico elegido para esta exposicion permanente es el tema
Marino.

MRA). Integra la Comisién Directiva del ICOM en Argentina. Desde
1985 realiza investigaciones histéricas y de etnografia maritima en
Tierra del Fuego, Islas del Addntico Sur y Antirtida, escribiendo para
varias revistas nacionales e internacionales. Ha publicado mis de 12
libros con temas referidos a la ndutica y a la historia de la regién;
guionista de documentales para la POLTEL y otras televisoras.



El Museo de Arte Marino Ushuaia presenta diversas particu-
laridades -tanto desde su aspecto edilicio como desde las ca-
racteristicas de su patrimonio- que lo convierten en una sin-
gular institucion, tanto en el ambito regional como nacional.
Se trata de un museo pensado y organizado sobre la base de
una coleccion particular, que tardd varios afios en reunirse
y que recién a fines de los noventa se encamind hacia una
tematica bien determinada y especifica: el Arte Marino, géne-
ro pictérico que -cabe aclarar- no sélo se limita a imdgenes
vinculadas con el mundo del mar, sine que se hace extensiva
a toda representacion -figurativa o no- de imagenes donde el
agua y las actividades en torno a ella son protagonistas.

En este momento tan particular del campo artistico donde
la adhesién a una escuela o movimiento parece tener conno-
taciones negativas, esta exposicion inaugural nos propone, a
través de un recorrido cronologico, apreciar el arte argentino
desde una nueva perspectiva y pensar el concepto mismeo de
categorias en el arte.

Sobre las limitaciones que la coleccién impone, la exhibicién
y el catilogo invitan a recorrerla intentando generar diversas
reflexiones y cuestionamientos sobre el devenir del arte mis-
mao, siempre vinculado al acontecer histérico, politico-social ¥
a pensar como estos hechos van modificando los intereses y
métodos de representacion.

Por otra parte estas limitaciones reflejan la necesidad y el
desafio del MAMU y su coleccidn, de constituirse como un
patrimenio dindmico y en constante crecimiento.

El recorrido comienza en 1890 con una obra emblemitica de
Eduarde de Martino, que documenta el incendic del Vapor
Ameérica, hecho veridico que nos introduce en una caracte-
ristica que le fue propia a la pintura desde sus comienzos,
como es la de documentar y registrar. Asi continta la visita,
avanzando en la historia, mostrindonos los diferentes intere-
ses de los artistas, que en algunos casos recurren a la repre-
sentacion estricta de embarcaciones, en otros documentan el
trabajo portuario y la vida en sus alrededores y, al avanzar en
el tiempo, ocbservamos obras de otros artistas que trabajan
en torno a conceptos mas vinculados con apreciaciones ex-
presivas, emocionales y pictoricas en si mismas.

Existen ciertas semejanzas en la coleccion a través de las
obras del grupo de pintores boquenses, como Alfredo Laz-
zari, Eugenio Daneri o Benito Quinquela Martin, que bien ex-
presaron y dejaron plasmado todo un vivir de un barrio con
caracterisiticas similares a la ciudad portuaria de Ushuaia.

La sala finaliza con obras de artistas locales como Alejandro
Abt, Manica Alvarado y Eduardo Nicolai, responsables de las
representaciones mais contemporaneas.

También, es importante destacar el contexto en el que el
museo despliega su coleccion, Cabe destacar que Ushuaia y
toda la regién poseen una fuerte tradicion maritima contada
desde los némades canoeros Yimanas y diversas culturas que
habitaron la zona desde antafo -tales como los Alacalufes, Onas,
Haush, Chilotes, Pehuelches, etc.-. Otro hecho importante es
la convivencia del MAMU y del Museo Maritimo en un mis-
mo espacio. Estos dos hechos no hacen mis que reforzar la
identidad de una ciudad que hasta el dia de hoy funciona en
torno al puerto.

Por dltimo, no podemos dejar de mencionar que el edificio
que alberga la coleccidn es un ex-presidio. Infinitas son las
connotaciones que este contexto infringe a la misma y todo
lo que significa haber acondicionade un espacio construido
para fines totalmente diferentes a los que actualmente se
utiliza y que ademis, estd declarade Monumento Histérico
Macional, lo que implica respetar la estructura original del
estableciemiento.

El mismo pabellén y las mismas celdas que en otro tiempo
albergaron a hombres con diferentes historias que los lle-
varon a cumplir condenas en el presidio, hoy contienen una
exhibicién de obras de arte realizadas por otros hombres,
con otras historias. En un caso u otro, ambas situaciones re-
significan el espacio originario y suscitan experiencias ¢ im-
presiones diversas en el recorrido.

Mace en Santa Fe, 1912.En 1923, pierde su brazo izquierde a causa de un accidente, en el que cae de un tranvia.
Inicia sus estudios de dibujo y pintura en la Academia |.M. Reinares, en su ciudad natal. Es discipulo del pintor de
grabados Sergio Sergi.

Viaja a ltalia, donde tiene contacto con pintores metafisicos. El tema riberefio-humano y paisajistico- constituye
el asunto que mis se destaca en sus obras.

Se dedica a pintar las costas del Parand, y de su habitante solitario y silencioso.

ZAINO Salvador

Macido en Popoli (“cittadina antica” sobre los montes Abruzos, frente al Adriitico) en 1858. Cuando tenia 30
afios, se embarco para América y se instald en Rosario. Zaino es de la época en que los pintores pasaban de [as
imdgenes mitolégicas y los blancos desnudos femeninos a la distension de los paisajes frescos tomados con caba-
llete en el campo de las musas neocldsicas a la luz impresionista.

También es el tiempo de las academias rigurosas. Su biografia cuenta que ya a los diez afios (1868) fue al norte
de Italia, Génova, para estudiar en la Academia Linguistica de Belli Arti. Siete afios después, con el diploma fresco
en la mano, se mudd a Roma y luego a Nipoles, para trabajar en los talleres de Antonio Mancini, Tedfilo Patini
y Franscisco Michetti, donde aprendid las técnicas de la decoracién mural, muy en boga por entonces. En 1895,
después de haber dictado cursos de dibujo artistico en el Club Industrial de Rosario, fundé la primera Academia
Estimulo de Bellas Artes en esa ciudad.Y cuando el nuevo siglo se estrenaba con estrépito, él se hizo cargo de la
catedra de dibujo en la prestigiosa Escuela Macional de Profesores de Rosaric. Mientras tanto, durante el tiempo
en que se apartaba de la ensefianza hacia su propia expresion, pintd toda la geografia de su nueva patria chica: el
rio, la barranca, la ciudad en crecimiento y los caserios de los alrededores.

El testimonio quedd en dleos “de pincelada espesa y vigorosa”, segln habia aprendido de sus maestros del mo-
vimiento Macchiaioli; en cuadros con luz notable, donde se puede adivinar el entusiasmo del eurcpec ante las
llanuras extensas y los rios poderosos. Salvador Zaino murié el |7 de mayo de 1942, en su casa de Alberti sobre
las espléndidas barrancas del Parand.



LUPPI Morberto

Nacié en Firmat, provincia de Santa Fe, en 1936. Recibi6 sus primeras nociones sobre la composicion por parte de su abuelo
materno -musico- que formd la primera banda orquestal de Firmat. En 1962 realizé su primera exhibicion individual en la
Galeria Renon, de la ciudad de Rosario. En 1969 expuso en la Galeria Argentina de Buenos Aires. Fue invitado por el Emba-
jador argentino en Japdn, a participar de una exposicién realizada en Yokohama, y expuse también en Tokio y Manila. En 1975
y 1978 sus obras dieron la vuelta al mundo, a bordo de la Fragata Libertad.

LYMNCH Justo Maximo

PERTOVT Gabriela

Nacié en Santa Fe, Argentina,en 1962. En 1990 fue becada por la Fundacion Elizabeth Greenshields de Canada. En 1996 fue pre-
miada como joven pintora por la Fundacién Pro-Arte (Cérdoba) con un viaje a Paris. Recibio mas de 40 distinciones (premios
adquisiciones, etc.) en concursos y salones en los principales museos y centros culturales del pais. Expuso en Francia y Suiza.
Actualmente, vive y trabaja en la provincia de Santa Fe, Argentina.

PUGLIESE Cesar

QUINQUELA MARTIN Benito

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Origins of the Collection

Early Stage

| have been in contact with painting since | was a kid. | used to live
in a house in Martinez that woas surrounded by artists. On my way
to school, | would spend my time watching artists work outdoors.
Two of them were Rail Schurjin {1907-1983), who would visit us
quite often, and Kenneth Kemble (1923-1998).

That is why | was very young when | became interested in buying
works of art. And that is how | ended up making my first two
purchases — an etching by Quinguela Martin and an oil painting
by Osvaldo Imperiale. My artistic leaning towards the marine
theme hod already begun to show. | had always been interested in
the man-water relation and in the peculiar personality individuals
wha live on the coast had, 5o, | devoted my time to the study of
maritime ethnography and naval archeology.

Later, there were other purchases which had varied themes. In
those days, | would divide my time between buying works, visiting
the artists” workshops and museurns in the company of art
critics, and taking different courses and seminars in order to get
acquainted with the themes of my interest.

But it wasn't until the mid $0°s that | became seriously interested in
art and collecting. At that moment, | realized where my inclinations
were. | decided to devote myself fully to marine art.

At the beginning of the year 2000, my objectives were clear and
miy search was more specific. 5o, what had been shaping up 1o be
a marine collection became one at last.

Opening to the Public

For many years, and especially since the opening of the Maritime
and Prison Museum of Ushuaia, there weren't any spaces where

ocaI artist could exhibit their works. So a group of artists, on their

own initiative, made a request, ond as a result, the Art Gallery of
the Maritime Museum was born in 1998, At the same time, |
could notice that Ushuaio was locking on art museum, or at least
a collection that could be visited periodically. [ also noticed that this
problem was present in all the Province of Tierra del Fuego and
that there weren't any spaces ready to receive exhibitions coming
from other places. Luckily, this situation started changing thanks
to the active participation of sociol institutions like the City Council
and various private businesses thot opened venues to fulfill these
aims. It was then when | started thinking of exhibiting my collection
and putting it on public display.

Simultaneously, the Maritime Museum started to grow and it
acquired international renown. A new hall devoted to temporary

exhibitions had been added to the Art Gallery. In this hall, works by
local artists were on display. Amang thern, there were works by Dr.
Oscar Cavarra and by big exponents of Argentine painting. Later,
there was an exhibition of etchings by Salvador Dali curated by
Santiago Shanahan.This enjoyed great popularity among local and
international wisitors. These experiences were an incentive towards
organizing a permanent art exhibition. As a result, the refurbishing
and rearganization of new spaces in the museum started to take
place. At the beginning of year 2006, a third hall on the Znd floor
started being equipped to house the future Art Museum and |
called on a team of experts to work on the project together with
the museum staff.

Central Theme

Even if the collection includes many authors with different works,
the central idea chosen for this permanent exhibition is the marine
theme. This idea takes in “marinists,” artists who depict port
scenes, and other artists who have produced related works. Like in
Berni's case, the water and fishing themes were explored. It could
be said that all these artists share the same topics — maritime
ethnography and themnes in connection with water,

Even if the majority are Argentine artists, we could say that the
collection is extensive since it includes works by Uruguayan and
Chilean artists. The tour the museum offers is a chronological walk
covering a period starting from 1890 to the present. Plans to
expand and the hape to grow in the future ore also important and
to be taken inte account.

Carlos Pedro Vairo was born in Buenos Aires in 1953, He is
a seaman and has a degree in Business Administration, one in
Museclogy, and is an expert in maritime ethnography. He works as
a business man both in the clothing and tourism industries. He is
the Director of the Maritime and Prison Museum of Ushuaia, and
he also presides over the Argentine Museum Directors Association
(Asociacion de Directores de Museos de la Republica Argentina,
ADiMRA). He is also a member of the ICOM Executive Committee
in Argentina. He has been doing historical and ethnographical
research in Tierra del Fuego, South Adantic islands and Antarctica
ever since 1985, He writes for various national and international
magazines and has published more than twelve books on history and
navigation in the region. Documentary scripts for POLTEL and other
TV channels are other things he has written.




The Marine Art Museum of Ushuaia (MAMU) has varied fea-
tures - the characteristics of its building and its heritage turn
it into an extraordinary institution on both regional and na-
tional levels.

The first collection of the museum that was loosely based
on a marine theme took many years to be organized, but it
was not until the late nineties thac it became clearly defined
as'a Marine Art collection. It is worth specifying that this pic-
torial genre is made up, not only of images connected to the
sea world, but of all kinds of representational characteristics
linked with water, related activities and protagonists that re-
volve around it

At this unique moment in the art field, belonging to a specific
school or movement seems to have negative connotations.
Yet this opening exhibition presents a chronological walk
where a new perspective for both evaluating art categories
and appreciating argentine art are possible.

The exhibition and the catalogue have been conceived taking
into account the limitations that the collection has. Visitors
are invited to come up with diverse ideas and to reflect on
the course of art evolution. Art development is always to be
traced by historical facts. Both political and social levels are
supposed to lead the viewer to draw conclusions about how
historical facts have a continuous influence on interests and
representation methods.

Moreover, these limitations are challenging for MAMU and for
the dynamic growth of its collection.
The tour begins in 1890 with an exemplary work by Eduar-

do de Martino that chronicles the fire of the Vapor América.

This historical event is indicative of a documentary art that
is inherent to the beginnings of painting. As visitors walk on,
the circuit advances in history, revealing the artists interests.
In some cases, the artists resort only to illustrations of vessels
while in others, they record dock life. As the exhibition mo-
ves chronologically, new modalities can be seen. Some artists
focus their work mainly on concepts linked with expressive.
emotional and pictorial interpretations.

There are certain similarities within the members of the La
Boca neighborhood group of artists such as Alfredo Lazzari,
Eugenio Daneri or Benito Quinquela Martin. They all captured
the life of a dock neighborhood that is similar to that of the

town of Ushuaia. The exhibition closes with works by local
artists such as Alejandro Abt, Ménica Alvarado and Eduarde
Micolai, the most contemporary artists in the exhibition.
The context in which the museum shows its collection is
determining. It is important to point out that Ushuaia and
its surroundings have a solid maritime tradition that dates
back to the Yamanas. who were canceing nomad natives, and
other peoples such as the Alacalufes, the Onas, the Haush,
the Chilotes, and the Pehuelches., ete. What is more, the fact
that the MAMU and the Maritime Museum are located in
the same venue enhances the identity of a city whose life is
centered on a port.

Last but not least, the fact that the building where the collec-
tion is shown used to be a prison is, in fact, very meaning-
ful. The building was in its beginnings designed for a totally
different purpose, which endows the collection with many
possible connotations. In addition, the building has been de-
clared a National Historic Monument.As a result, the original
structure of the site has been preserved.

The same building and the same cells that were inhabited
by men who served sentences in the past contain today an
exhibition of art work made by ether men with different sto-
ries. Both aspects of the museum can be said to expand the
meaning of the exhibition since they communicate different
feelings and impressions to its visitors.

The catalog that the Art Marine Museum of Ushuaia has de-
signed accomplishes its aims — education, art expansion ini-

tiative, preservation, and research.The Museum also hopes wu

be able to continue growing and living up to visitors and the
Fuegian community’s expectations.

Maria Lightowler was born in Buenos Aires in 1979, She has a
degree in Museology from Universidad del Museo Social Argenti-
no and is also an Art Teacher from the Mational Fine Arts School

ALICE Antonio

He was born on February 23rd, 1886. Since the age of |12, he studied at Decoroso Boninfanti's workshop, until he was |8 years
old. In 1904, he was granted a scholarship which allowed him to continue his studies at the Torino Royal Academy. Thus, he
traveled to Torino with his teacher and by 1905 he received a Gold Medal in such Academy. In Torine. he met José Ledn Pagano,
and this meeting is represented in his works by a turn toward historical compositions. He participated in the exhibition that
took place in the Centenary of the 1910 Revolution Salon, where he was awarded the Gold Medal. The following year, he won
the First Prize at the First Mational Salon,and in 1915 he was awarded the Honorable Medal at the San Francisco exhibition, in
California. He had exhibitions organized in several Argentine salons and presented individual exhibitions in Buenos Aires, Rio
de Janeiro, Madrid, Torino, Genoa,Venice, Munich, and Paris. He died in Buenos Aires on August 24th | 943,

ALYARADO Maonica

She was born in Ushuaia on July 16th 1'967. She studied at the National Fine Arts School “Prilidianc Pueyrredén,” and got a degree on
Artstic Training in Painting from the Mational School of Higher Education in Fine Arts“Ernesto de la Circova'. She had several exhibitions
organized in Ushuaia — at the Beban House, at the Art Gallery of the Maritime Museurn of Ushuaia, at the Culture House and also in
Puerto Williams, Rio Grande, Punta Arenas, Rio Gallegos, Trelew, MNeuquén, and Buenos Aires. She was granted several scholarships and
she has a permanent exhibition at her house-workshop. She currently lives in Ushuaia, where she works as a high school Art teacher,
and she is also president of the Cultivar Foundation, Since 1999, and together with RenéVergara, she is a coordinator of the “Peace and
Dignity Day” in Ushuaia, a movement comprised by different towns, entities, and communities from the American continent.

In 1947, he was awarded the Prize of the Town
Council Salon “Manuel Belgrano.” His works reflect a remarkable influence of Fernando Fader, a painter native from Cérdoba, and this
influence is seen both in his color and mixing techniques. He died in Buenos Aires in 1968.

ARIAS Luis

He was born in Rivera, Uruguay, on September 2lst, 1953. From his childhood, he studied at several workshops, such as the
sculpture workshop of Professor Bulmini, and the Montevideo “Lara” Workshop, and he also studied engraving techniques with
Luis Solari, among others. In 1987, he entered the National Fine Arts School of the University of the Republic, from where he
graduated in 1998. In 2000, he was granted a scholarship by the AECI for studying at the San Fernando Royal Academy, National
Chalcography Institute of Madrid. He mounted several individual and collective exhibitions in Madrid, VWashington, Mew York,
Porto Alegre. Toronte, and Uruguay. He currently lives in Uruguay, where he works as a teacher in his workshop located in the
town of Punta del Este, and he also teaches in Montevideo, at the Uruguay Motaries Public Association Workshop.

She was born in Buenos Aires,Argentina. She is Professor of Art,and Licensed in Journalism. She has made numerous advanced training
courses and improvement, among them is possible to mention the studio made with David Alfaro Siqueiros. He is responsible for the
edition of the “First Yearbook of Argentine Art 2006", made with the auspice of the Secretariat of Culture of the Mation, the Argentina
Association of Directors of Museums, and other important organizations. She has participated in several Salons, like the Salen of
International Plastic Arts (1998) and International Sacred Art Salon (2000), and she made several exhibitions in Buenos Aires, Ushuaia
and Mexico. She lives in Vicente Lopez, Buenos Aires.

BERNI Antonio

He was born in 1905, in the city of Rosario, Argentina. He started his artistic studies in a stained-glass workshop and then took
drawing lessons in Centre Carala, in Rosario. In 1925, he was granted a scholarship to study in Europe, where he often visited
André Lhote and Othon Friesz's workshops. There, he joined the Paris Group, which was made up of Argentine artists and
writers, and he also had an insight into surrealism. In 1933, together with David Alfare Siqueires, Line Enea Spilimbergo, Juan
Carlos Castagnino and Enrique Lizaro, he took part in the compasition of a mural, located in Natalio Botana’s farm (Botana
owned Critica, a newspaper of the time). In 1943, he founded the Mural Art Workshop. In the developed of his works of art,
we can mention the following series — Juanito Laguna, character appearing around the late 1950's, who lives in a shantytown
and through whom Berni stated the social difference theme by using collage and joinery technigues; Ramona Montiel, appearing
in 1962, a modern courtesan whose image Berni reproduced by applying xilocollage (a combination of embossing and collage
techniques), embossing, collage and the combination of different materials; Los monstruos (The monsters) in 1964, in which was
made using joinery techniques with scrap material. In 1920, he had his first exhibition organized in Rosario. The following year,
the Witcomb Gallery in Buenos Aires presented the exhibition El nifie Antenio Berni y sus cuadros (Antonic Berni, the child,
and his paintings), which was really successful Throughout his career, he had several exhibitions organized in the world’s main
capital cities, and his plastic and theoretical works greatly influenced the development of Argentine art. Among Berni's most
important awards, there are the following: Acquisition Prize of the Argentine Mational Salon (1943); Embossing and Drawing
Prize of the XXX|Venice Biennial (1962). He died in Buenos Aires, on Ocrober |3th 1981,




BIGGERI Emilic

He was born in Buenos Aires, on April 22nd 1907,

He was an overseas captain. In 1921, he started his artistic studies in the Fine Arts Academy, and then gave them up in order
to join several drawing and painting workshops. His paintings represent the main naval combats in which the Almirante Brown
bartleship took part, and also depict some other ships such as the Presidente Sarmiento and Libertad frigates, and other ships
that comprised the Argentine fleet, such as Hércules, 25 de Mayo, among others. Using both oil and watercolor painting, he
performed a huge naval history reconstruction, emphasizing the role of ships on the high seas, sailing ships. steam ships, and
warships. He acted as a consultant in the external decoration of the Libertad frigate and in the building of its figurehead.and also
designed commemorative medals minted by the Department of Maval History Studies. He had individual exhibitions organized
in Buenos Aires between 1960 and 1963.

BOCCACCIO Sergio

He was born in Argentina, 1965. He studied Stage scene and lllumination in the Teatro Colén of Buenos Aires, and received a
scholarship to attend the studio of drawing and painting of Robert Piez. He made several exhibitions, between which we can
mention: Gallery Center of Art Century XXl Tenerife, Canary Islands, Spain. (2006}, Exhibition Gallery Sara Garcia Uriburu in
ARTEBA (2002), Centre Cutural Recoleta, Buenos Aires (2000),among others. He made the mural “Mobility” for the Convention

“Manuel Belgrano™, of Buenos Aires, among other prizes and distinctions. He lives in Buenos Aires, Argentina.

BOMNIFANTI Decoraso

He was born in the ltalian town of Chiavari on June 24th 1860. He was trained as an artist in the Real Academia Albertina in
Torino and came to Argentina in 1884 in order to work on an important mural in the Immigrants Hotel, located at the North
Dockon in the harbor of Buenos Aires. He settled in La Boca neighborhood. His works of arts were exhibited in Torino
Promotrice between 1883 and 1905. Others of his works of art were also exhibited in the Circolo degli Artitsti between 1905
and 1925, before and after his stay in Argentina. In Buenos Aires, the Witcomb Gallery commemeorated him with an exhibition
in 1937, Bonifanti was a great master of several Argentine artists, such as Emilio C.Agrelo (1856-1933), Cupertino del Campo
(1837-1967), and Antonioc Alice (1886-1943).

Bonifanti died in his home town in 1941,

BOTTI italo

He was born in Buenos Aires, on January éth 1889. He started his studies in the Mational Fine Arts Academy and completed them
in 1916.The typical topics represented in his works of art are marinas on the Riachuelo, harbor activities, urban landscapes of

Fhg) Buenos Aires and the mountains of Cérdoba, where he settled and lived for a long time.As an engraver, etching was his specialty
and he also used several polychrome techniques. In 1919, he had his first individual exhibition organized in the Castellani Salon
in the city of Rosario. The following year, he had another exhibition organized, this time in the National Arts Association Salons.
He also sent some of his works of art to Argentine art exhibitions organized overseas, especially in Italy, Spain, France, and the
United States. He took part in collective exhibitions organized in the Watercolorists and Engravers Society. in the Embossing
and Drawing Salon in Buenos Aires and in the Embossing Salon in the city of Rosario.There follow some of his awards — National
Salon Cecilia Grierson Prize (1922), Eduardo Sivori Prize (1924), Second Prize of the Manuel Belgrano Municipal Salon (1925),
Second National and First Municipal Prize (1930), First Prize in the Paris International Exhibition (1961), among others. fralo

She was born in Ushuaia on June 10th, 1944, In Argentina, she took several painting courses with Professor Gonzalo Gorostiaga.
on the Trompe l'oeil specialty (1999-2004), and she also studied watercolor techniques with Professor Leonora Gari (2003-
2004). In Washington D.C. (LL.S.A.), she took portrait courses at the Corcoran Museum. She currently paints old and modern



ships for the Argentine MNavy, as well as portraits and landscapes of Northern Argentina. She mounted several exhibitions in
Buenos Aires, Ushuaia, and Washington. She lives and works in Buenos Aires.

CASTAGNINO |uan Carlos

He was born in the city of Mar del Plata on November |8th, 1908. He studied architecture and then entered the School of
Higher Education in Fine Arts “Ernesto de la Carcova.” He also studied at the workshops of some Argentine artists such as
Spilimbergo,Victorica and Gomez Cornet, and traveled over Europe in order te improve his artistic techniques with Braque,
Leger and Picasso. among others. In 1933, he was part of a team led by David Alfarc Siqueires and Antonio Berni (among
others) that painted a mural on the basement of Natalic Botana's farm (Botana was the owner of the Critica newspaper of
the time). In 1939, he traveled to Paris in order to study ac the André Lothe's workshop, and he also took a course on fresco
painting given by Boudin. He made some paradigmatic illustrations for the Martin Fierro book, written by José Hernandez,
which was edited by Eudeba in 1962. He also painted some murals, apart from the one made during Siqueiros’ visit; this is
still displayed at Galerias Pacifico (painted in 1946 together with Spilimberge, Berni, Urruchia, and the Spanish artist Manuel
Colmeiro) and another one titled “The Mew Land Offering” is still displayed at the Argentine Hebrew Society. The most
important awards he received were the following — The Honorable Prize at the National Salon (1961), the Honorable Medal
in Painting of the International Festival in Brussels (1958), and the Special Prize in Drawing at the Il Biennial in Mexico (1962).
He died in Buenos Aires on April 21st, 1972

CIOCCHINI Cleto

He was born in San Vicente on April 23rd, 1899, He studied art in the cities of Buenos Aires and La Plata. In 1919, he traveled to
Europe in order to improve his knowledge in the cities of Rome, Paris, and Madrid. In 1920, he mounted an individual exhibit
at the Lyceum in Florence, and in 1922 he had an exhibition organized at the Autumn Salon in Madrid. When he traveled back
to Argentina, he mounted an exhibition at the National Salon in 1927, for which he was awarded a Stimulus Prize. He also won
the First Painting Prize at the Municipal Salon of La Plata (1930), the Second MNational Prize (1943), and the Acquisition Prize in
1947, 1949, and 1950. He was also granted the Honerable Prize by the Department of Education in 1951. He died in 1974.The
city of Mar del Plata made a tribute to the artist, when baptizing with its name the Museum of the man of the port.

CORDIVYIOLA Luis Adolfo

He was born in Buenos Aires on July Ist. 1892, He performed his early studies at the Mational Fine Arts Academy, where he
graduated as a Professor of Drawing in 1916.0n 1212, he was granted a scholarship by the Mational Government, which tock

him to Europe. In Europe, he studied at the Colarossi and Grande Chaumiér Academies, and also with the painter Auquetin,
When the war started in 1914, he returned to Argentina. In 1916, he won the Mational Salon Stimulus Prize. He settled down

in Cavalango, province of Cérdoba, where he created on most of his works. Since then, he lived partly in this town of Cavalango

and partly in San Isidro, Buenos Aires, where he had an old house which he turned inte an art museum. -
He died in San Isidro, Buenos Aires, on June 20th, 1967,

CUCCHIARELLI Dino

He is Architect, withdrawn of the University of Buenos Aires, in 1981. He is advisor of the Professional Council of Architecture,
Surveying and Engineering. He has published works of investigation on the history of the architecture of River Galician.

DANDOLO Jorge

He was born in Buenos Aires on December |9th, 1934. He studied at the Fine Arts Academy "Beato Angélico™ and he tock
classes in several workshops, such as the Fine Arcs Stimulus workshop. In the 19505, he met the marinist Oscar Vaz, whe became
his teacher and introduced him into the marine theme. In 1965, he had his first exhibition organized by Alfredo Siniscalchi,
director of the former argentine Buenos Aires GalleryFrom then on, he has had several individual and collective exhibitions



organized in galleries located in Buenos Aires and also in the provinces.Since 1968, he has regularly sent his works of art 1o
different national, provincial and town council exhibits. He was awarded the |5t Prize of the Marinists Salon (1996), the |st Prize
of the Cabotage Masters Salon (1975), and several Mentions at the Naval Center and at the Popular Athenaeum of La Boca
neighborhood, among other awards he received.

Thus, he was
a disciple of the Argentine artists Sivori, Della Valle, and De la Circova. He worked as a professor of painting at the National
Fine Arts School “Prilidiano Pueyrredon™ and as a professor of drawing for the National Education Council. In 1920, he had
an exhibition organized at the National Salon, and he also mounted individual exhibits in our country in Retiro, Moody and
Kraft Halls. He took part in the international exhibitions of Paris (1937),Vifia del Mar, San Francisco, and New York. He sent
some of his works to the First Biennial Exhibition of Madrid in 1951 and to the XXVI Biennial Exhibition of Venice in 1952. His
works were displayed in the collective exhibition called “The seven argentine artists of the Centennial.” which was organized
ar the Provincial Plastic Arts Salon in Santa Fe (1946). He received a lot of awards, the most important being the following
— Bronze Medal at the Centennial International Exhibition (1910}, Second Town Council Prize (1939), National Salon First Prize
(1941), First Prize at the Plastic Arts Autumn Town Council Salon (1945), and the Palanza Award (1948). The last time he was
awarded was in 1965, when the National Honorable Senate granted him a gold medal due to his painting “La costurera™ (The
seamstress).He died in Buenos Aires in June 1970.

DE LARRANAGA Enrique

Argentine painter born in San Andrés de Giles, province of Buenos Aires, the 19 of March of 1900. He studied in the National
Academy of Fine Arts with Fernando Fader and Bernaldo de Quirés, whose track notices in his first works, when het painted
landscapes of the mountain region of Cordoba. In 1924 he traveled to Europe taking root in Madrid and participating actively in
the artistic life. He crossed Spain painting the land of segoviana and the fishing regions of Galicia. He returned to Buenos Aires in
1931, obtaining in 1934 the first prize in the National Salon. He was professor of drawing and painting in several establishments
and director of the Superior School of Fine Arts. He died in Buenos Aires the 29 of 1956 July.

DE MARTINO Eduardo

He was born in Meta, Sorrento, Italy, in 1838. He served in the ltalian Navy until 1868. In 1866, he arrived in the River Plate.
He left the Navy in order to become an artist, and he was a student of Juan Manuel Blanes.Some of his works represent the
River Plate naval history. Besides, the Brazilian Navy asked him to represent the events of the war against Paraguay. He made
an exhibition in Buenos Aires in 1889. He served as a painter for the English Court during Queen Victoria and King Henry Vil's

reigns. During such time, he painted a series of works related to the Trafalgar battle. He stood out like as a mariniste artist, and
he also cultivated the technique of engraving. He died in Hampstead, England, in 1912,

DEL PRETE Juan

He was born in Vasto, province of Chieti, ltaly, on October 5th, 1897. He settled in our country in 1909 and. in 1929, he
became an Argentine citizen.Although he briefly studied at the Perugino Academy (Buenos Aires) and the Fine Arts Students
Friendly Society, he can be considered a self-taught artist.In 1929, and through the Asociacién Amigos del Arte (Friends of Art
Association), he was granted a scholarship to travel to Paris. In Paris, he was involved in the avant-garde circles — he met Joaquin
Torres Garcia and Jean Arp, among others, and became part of the Abstraction Creation Art Non Figuratif group in 1932. He
came back to Buenos Aires in 1933 and he mounted the first local non-figurative art exhibition.In 1957, he was invited to
the IV International Biennial Exhibition in Brussels and also to the Palanza Award. Some of the most important retrospective
exhibitions were the ones organized by the National Culture Department in Buenos Aires (1950), the Modern Art Museum in
Buenos Aires (1961) and the Contemporary Art Museum in Santiago de Chile and Lima (1963). In 1958, he won the Palanza



Award and also a special award at the International Exhibit in Brussels. In 1960, he won the Guggenheim Prize. He was always
innovative, and in 1963 he was awarded the Mational Salon Honorable Prize. He traveled to Europe and lived in Genea until
1967 . He died in Buenos Aires on February 5th, 1987,

DOVAL |ose Maria

Argentine painter, part of the Traveling Museum of Marine Art, founded by Adela Tarraf. He participated in Open Study

Some of his works were displayed at the Fine Arts Exhibition of Rio de Janeiro (1918), the
Latin American Exhibition of Seville (1930), the Centennial Exhibition (1931), the | Plastic Arts Biennial Exhibition (1953) and
the exhibition of Uruguayan paintings that tock place in Ecuador in 1955.He was awarded the National Salon Honerable Medal
in 1937, 1939, and 1940.He died on 1971

FAGGIOLI Juan Carlos

He was born in Buenos Aires on December [8th, 1910. He took a course of studies at the School of Higher Education in Fine
Arts “Ernesto de la Ciarcova”, where he graduated as a Professor of Drawing and Painting in 1938. He worked as a teacher for
the Mational Fine Arts Schools and for the Mational High School of Avellaneda. Music is the core of his artistic productions.
A clear example is seen on his painting called Homenaje a Debussy (Tribute to Debussy), in which the brushstrokes’ shade
flow and rhythm clearly show something more than a tribute to Debussy. In 1943 it was granted a scholarship by the Mational
Commission of Culture. He won the Rosario Salen First Painting Prize in 1936, the Jockey Club Prize in 1941, and the National
Prize in 1950. He died in 1966.

FEBLES CERIANI Washington

He was born in the city of Tala, located in Canelones, Department of Uruguay. in 1947, In 1965, he entered El Molino workshop
under the direction of painter Manuel Rail Deliotti. Some of his most important exhibitions were the following — Edel Trade
Center of Porto Alegre, Brazil (1996), Exhibition of Uruguayan painters at the Gallery of Graphic Arts, New York, U.S.A, (1999),

and at the MYD Gallery, Buenos Aires, (2004). He took part in the following exhibits — XXV Plastic Arts Municipal Salon, ikl
Montevideo (1977), IV Salon of the Provinces, and XX Plastic Arts Municipal Salon, Montevideo (1982), among others. He

As from 1953, he regularly sent his works to the official exhibits
of Rosario, Santa Fe, Bahia Blanca, Tandil, La Plata, Mar del Plata, and Buenos Aires. He traveled through South America, visiting
Uruguay, Brazil, Bolivia, Chile, and Peru. In Peru, he had an exhibition organized at the San Marcos Gallery of Lima (1962) and at
the Peruvian-American Institute (1966), which got very good reviews and whose works were well-sold among collectors and
official and private institutions. In 1947, he traveled to Spain and ltaly. He was awarded the Mational Salon “Honorable Mention™
Prize, the Tandil Salon Honorable Mention and another Mention at the Watercolorists Salon. He died in Buenos Aires in 1991.

GRIFFA Giorgio

He was born in Biella, Iaaly. in 1944. His “traveling watercolor works" were exhibited in different local and foreign galleries. In
Argentina, he had exhibits organized at Palais de Glace and at the Zurbaran Gallery. He currently lives and works in Biella, ltaly.

HOURGRAS Luis

He was born in Alta Gracia, province of Cérdoba, in 1937 When he was still very young, he learned sculpture, painting and pottery
techniques at the workshop of Gabriel Simonnet Dubois, and then he specialized in Impressionist landscapes. His first exhibition
took place in 1959,and from then on he has been regularly presenting his exhibitions in Buenos Aires, France, and Spain. In 1969, he
was granted a scholarship to study at the Cité Internationale des Arts in Paris, and he had an exhibition organized in Paris and also
in Madrid. In 1975, he opened his Atelier in the town of Punta del Este, and he lives partly in that city and partly in Alta Gracia.

IMPERIALE Osvaldo

He was born in Buenos Aires on June |st, 1913. He was a self-taught artist. He made study trips to ltaly, France, England, the

United States, Colombia, and Brazil. From 1933, he exhibited at the National Salon and he alse mounted individual exhibits

in Buenos Aires since 1934, Besides, he had some exhibitions organized in Montevideo, Uruguay in 1936, and in the cities of

Chicago and Los Angeles in 1940. His paintings show typical scenes of the Buenos Aires neighborhood La Boca. As regards the

formal treatment of his works, his paintings are closely related to the works of Benito Quinquela Martin, although they do not
show such a lot of characters. He died in 1977.

INDUNI Eduarde

He was born in Buenos Aires on May |7th, 1901, He was a disciple of Fausto E. Coppini. He mounted an individual exhibit in
1946, presenting |16 works at the Pepe Rodriguez Gallery in the city of Rosario. He exhibited at the Mational Salon since 1922
and also at several provincial exhibitions, where he won important awards such as the Argentine MNaval Association Prize, among
others. He was devoted to the landscape theme, specially centered on the neighborhood of La Boca. He died in 1958.

KOEK KOEK S5tephen

He was born in London on October 15th, 1887, Belonging to an old dynasty of Dutch painters, he started his artistic career
in 1901.In 1913, he traveled to Valparaiso and visited the south of Chile and Patagonia. In 1925, when the Prince of YWales was
arriving in an official visit, he was hired to create a work of art to present the Prince with. Koek Koek traveled to Chivilcoy
and there, surrounded by the Papas landscape, he created a magnificent canvas he named May 5un Sailboats, which surprised



and captivated the future King Edward VIIl. In 1926, he mounted an exhibit in Cérdoba, and then he was admitted in Las
Mercedes Hospice, where he lived a long time and started to experience a magic mystic insight, which he expressed in some of
his paintings. He organized exhibits all over Argentina and beyond in Peru, Brazil, Chile, and Uruguay. In 1934, he traveled from
Montevideo (Uruguay) to Chile in order to mount a series of expositions, but he was found dead in a hotel room in Santiago
de Chile on December 20th that same year. Physicians reported he had suffered a heart failure. Nowadays, there is a foundation
named after him in Buenos Aires, which is devoted to preserve and spread news about his works of art.

LABOMBARDA Eduardo

He was born in Buenos Aires on December |2th 1949, Berween 1975 and 1980, he stidied to become a Professor of Drawing
and Painting. Then, he went on as a self-taught artist.He mounted individual exhibitions at the Vermeer Gallery in Buenos Aires
(1995) and at the C.E.P. Foundation (1992).He had also some collective exhibitions organized, among which are the following
— IV Small Format Salon, La Plata Provincial Fine Arts Museum (1985).Young Argentine Painting Prize awarded by Foundation
Amalia Lacroze de Fortabat (1991),Argentina in Umbria La Nuova Scoperta Settimana della Cultura Argentina. Rocca Paolina,
Perugia, ltalia (1992). IV Painting Biennial Chandén, awarded by Chandon winery. National Culture Department. National Fine
Arts Museum. Association “Friends of the Museum.” 2001 Exhibition and auction at the Sivori Museum; 2nd Edition at the
Sivori Museum. He won the First Painting Salon Prize in 1992, awarded by the C.E.P. Foundation, and the |st Latin American Art
Maimeri Prize (2002). He currently lives and works in Buenos Aires.

LACAMERA Fortunato

He was born in Buenos Aires on October 5th, 1887. He started studying with Alfredo Lazzari at the Union Salon, where
Quinquela Martin and Arturo Maresca also studied. A year later, he left Lizzari's workshop, therefore deciding he no longer
needed a tutor. He continued studying independently. Since 1919, he exhibited at the Mational Salon, and also at provincial and
town council salons, mounting individual exhibits from 1922 onwards (Zuretti Gallery, Friends of Art Association, Signo Salon,
Buenos Aires town council exhibit salons, etc.). The most significant exhibit was the one he mounted at the Anti Gallery before
passing away. He exhibited twenty oils, including marine themes and several still life works. He was part of the "Painters of
La Boca neighborhood" group. He was one of the founders of the Association called Agrupacién de Gente de Artes y Letras
Impulse (Group Impulse of Artists and Writers), which he presided later on. He won the Fine Arts Stimulus Society Prize in
1929 and 1938, the Rosa Galisteo Rodriguez Prize at the Santa Fe Salon (1950), and the Mational Salon Eduardo Sivori Prize
{1950), among others. He died in Buenos Aires on February 26th, 1951,

LARRAVIDE Manuel

He was born in Montevideo, Uruguay, on October 22nd, 1871. He was a disciple of the famous marine painter Eduardo de Martine,
who introduced him into marine topics. He moved to Buenos Aires in 1897 and graduated as a midshipman. He sailed the southern
seas with the Argentine Navy and he also visited Madrid, Barcelona and Paris, taking notes that were later represented in some of his JiF3
works.In 1896, he mounted an exhibition at theWitcomb Gallery and also had several subsequent exhibitions organized in Montevideo

and Buenos Aires. He died in Montevideo on May 22nd, 1910. His works are present in the Buenos Aires Historic Museum.

LAZZARI Alfredo

He was born in Diecimo, province of Lucca, laly, on May 25th, 1871. He started his artistic studies at the Kingdom Academy in
Diecimo, and then continued studying at the Florence and Rome academies. He also studied literature and classical languages. He
traveled to Argentina in 1897, and settled down in La Boca neighborhood, where he worked as a teacher until 1903. Some of his
most famous disciples are Benito Quinquela Martin and Fortunato Lacimera. Together with Faustino Brughetti, he introduced in our
country the trn-of-the-century style of the Machiaioli — painting based on colour spots, loose brushstrokes, and the observation of
motifs from life. He settled down in Lands in 1904 and became an Argentine citizen in 1929. It was not until 1935 that he mounted
his first individual exhibition at the Witcomb Gallery, and he exhibited his works at the national salons in 1938, 1942,and 1943.Als0,
he took part in the collective exhibition organized by the Impulse Association of La Boca in 1943 and, in 1948, he was invited as
Henorable Guest to the exhibition organized by the La Boca Popular Athenaeum. He died in Buenos Aires on June 26th, 1949.



LODUCA Myriam

She was born in Montevideo, Uruguay. She started her painting and drawing studies with Masters Sergio and Aldo Curto, and
then went on studying at Hugo Rossis workshop. She studied decoration and painting on porcelain at the Maria Iris C. De
Carenzi Gallessi's workshop. Her works have been exhibited in Uruguay, Paraguay, Argentina, and the United States, where she
won prizes and special mentions. She currently lives and works in Uruguay.

LOPEZ RUIZ Alfredo

He was born in Buenos Aires on December |st, 1942. He started studying drawing and painting in 1980. Since 1984, he
has taken part in the following exhibits — the 23rd Art Salon “Fermin Félix de Amador”, the Small Format Salon in 1994,
and the First Sketch Salon in 1996, organized by the Town Council of Olives, among others. In 1993, he took part in the
exhibit called 9 Artistas Plisticos en el Consejo Deliberante (9 Plastic Artists in the Deliberating Town Council). He also
exhibited at the Marine Art Museum of the Hilton Hotel (located in Puerto Madero, Buenos Aires), at the José Hernandez
Museum, and at the Juan Martin de Pueyrredon Museum in San Isidro. He is a permanent exhibitor at the first itinerant
painting exhibit organized by the Education and Culture Department of the Government of the City of Buenos Aires.
He was awarded special mentions at the X Annual Painting Prize José A. Terry between 1993 and 2004. In 2004, he was
awarded the Second Painting Prize by the ATNA Association (Friends of the Argentine Nautical Tradition). He lives and
works in Buenos Aires.

LUPPI Morberto

He was born in Firmat, province of Santa Fe, in 1936. He got the first ideas about artistic composition from his maternal
grandfather, a musician who was a member of the first orchestral band in Firmat. In 1962, he mounted his first individual
exhibition at the Renon Gallery, in the city of Rosario. In 1969, he exhibited at the Argentine Gallery in Buenos Aires. He was
invited by the Argentine Ambassador in Japan to take part in an exhibition mounted in Yokohama, and he also exhibited his
waorks in Tokio and Manila. In 1975 and 1978, his works traveled around the world aboard the Libertad Frigate. He also mounted
exhibitions in Italy, Spain, Tel Aviv (Israel), Valparaiso (Chile), Paraguay. Bolivia, Mexico, and Panama. He was recognized by the
Chamber of Deputies of Santa Fe province, and among the prizes he received are the following — the Honorable Prize at the
Painters Salon in 1995, a Mention to the painting of the Veneto area in ltaly, and the Pollesami Prize in 2004. He currently lives
and works in the province of Santa Fe.

LYNCH Justo Maximo

He was born in Martinez, province of Buenos Aires, on December |8th, 1870. He studied at the Fine Arts Stimulus Society
with Della Valle, Giudice, Sivori, and De la Carcova. Later on. he completed his studies with marinist painter Eduardo de
Martino. In 1905, he traveled to Europe and lived in Madrid and Paris. He was one of the founders of the Nexus group,
in La Boca neighborhood, and he was one of the first painters to depict the river motifs of this neighborhood. He also
painted memorable events of the Argentine history with a rigorous realism. He exhibited his works at several individual
exhibitions mounted in Buenos Aires, the first one taking place in 1904. He won the Stimulus Prize at the Athenaeum
Exhibition in 1898, at the Centennial Exhibition in 1910 and at the National Salon in 1941. He died in Buenos Aires on
January |4th, 1953,

PERTOVT Gabriela

Born in Santa Fe,Argentina,in 1962.In 1990, she is given a grant by the Canadian Foundation “Elizabeth Greenshields.” In 1996,
she is awarded a trip to Paris and a distinction as young artist by “Pro-Arte Foundation” (Cérdoba). She has earned more than
forty awards (acquisition prizes, etc.) in contests and exhibition halls in the most important museums and cultural centers in
Argentina. She has exhibited in France and Switzerland. Her works are now part of private collections in the U5, Spain,Australia,
Switzerland, Germany, France, England, Scotland, and Italy. Her paintings are part of the heritage of 14 museums and foundations
in Argentina.
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LLAMBI CAMPBELL Matilde

She was born in Buenos Aires on June, 5th, 1982, Since 1997, she has attended drawing and live model workshops
in the Stimulus of Fine Arts (Estimulo de Bellas Artes) and the Rojas Cultural Center (Centro Cultural Rojas).
In the year 2002, she started to study Art in the University of Buenos Aires (Universidad de Buenos Aires). Bet-
ween 2005 and 2006, she used to attend Carlos Canas'’s workshop in the National Museum of Decorative Art
{Museo Macional de Arte Decorativo).

In her oil paintings, she works exclusively with national industry materials and she approaches the topic of the sea
exploring the possibilities of the thallus blue hue with her teacher’s expressive and anti-academic way. Between
2005 and 2006, she participated in several collective exhibits and, in 2006, the present work was a part of the Azul
Mational Salon (Salén Macional de Azul), Buenos Aires Province.

Since 2003, she has worked for several national and international artistic institutions such as the Peggy Guggen-
heim Collection in Venice and the Biennial of Contemporary Art in the same city.

(Painters of Villa Adelina) and he currently belongs to the executive committee of APSI (Artists of San Isidro).
He takes part in the Area of Cultural Activities at the Perlotti Museum and at the Eduardo Sivori Arts Museum
in Buenos Aires. He is often asked to take part in contests as a member of the jury. He has made several mural
paintings for the city of Buenos Aires. He lives in San Isidro, where he works as a teacher and carries out analysis
and criticism of works.

MARCH Horacio

He was born in Quilmes, Buenos Aires, on September 24th, 1899. He studied drawing in the Mational Fine Arts
Academy and then he continued his training independently.

He worked as a painter, set designer. illustrator and, later in time, as a professor in the School of Fine Arts in the
City of Buenos Aires. He was also worked in theater and film productions as a set designer. In 1926, he tock part“
in the Marional Salon.

March made frequent trips around the north of Argentina.

He also visited Bolivia, Ecuador, and Peru. In 1949, he settled down in Lima, where he organized a drawing and
painting workshop and where he also worked as a teacher. He started to exhibit individually in his country and
abroad in 1932, He was awarded the National Salon Stimulus Prize in 1943 and the Acquisition Landscape Prize in
the Buenos Aires Fine Arts Salon the following year. He received the First Prize and the Gold Medal in the Spring
Salen of the Society of Fine Arts in Lima, Peru.In 1957, he took part in the Sac Paulo Biennial Exhibition. He died
in Quilmes on August |9ch, 1978, lictle after being awarded the Palanza Award.

MARIANI Francisco

He was born in Buenos Aires on April 10th, 1887. He studied in the Fine Arts Stimulus Association between 1900
and |905.
In 1906, he joined the MNational Fine Arts Academy and graduated in 1911.



He traveled to Europe in 1951.He lived and worked in La Boca neighborhood, portraying typical harbor scenes,
and he used to paint outdoors. He took part in the Mational Salon in 1945 and he tock part in several provincial
exhibitions. He died in Buenos Aires in 1970.

MASTROC Luis

He was born on August 2nd, 1917. He was a disciple of Emilio Centurién and Marcos Tiglio.

In 1956, he was awarded the Acquisition Prize in the Castagnino Museum in Rosario. and in 1958, he recelved
the Acquisition Prize, State Department of Communications, as well as the Cecilia Grierson Frize, National
Salon. He died on September [3th, 2006.

MICIU NICOLAEVYICI Emaus

He was born in Granada, Spain, in November 1978.He took part in collective exhibitions in Cordoba, Neuguén
and Buenos Aires, and he also exhibited in the Tread of Pioneers Museum in the town of Steamboat Springs, Co-
lorade, U.5.A.This young artist lives and warlks in San Martin de los Andes, Neugquen, Argentina.

MONTOYA ORTIZ Heriberto

He was born in Lota, Chile, on March |12th, 1963.The Chilean painter, Sergio Vargas, was the one who introduced
him to the world of painting. He formed the Lautaro Group. which organized painting classes outdoors. This
group held its first exhibition in the “Casa del Corregidor” Museum in Santiage, Chile. He then exhibited his wor-
ks individually in the Toulouse Gallery in Santiago, Chile, and in the Praxis Gallery in Mendoza,Argentina. He took
part in the following exhibitions -Small Format Salon (SAAP), Buenos Aires, Argentina (1989); La Boca Popular
Atheneum, Buenos Aires (1993); El Socorro Gallery, Buenos Aires; Festival of Arts in Brussels, Belgium;Art Miami,
United States of America; Indigo Art Gallery, Buenos Aires; Miguel Fuks Art Gallery, Buenos Aires: among others.

In 1980,
he moved to Ushuaia as part of the civilian per-sonnel of the Navy, and he worked as an illustrator for several pus
blications. He has organized several exhibitions in the cities of Ushuaia, Neuquén,Trelew, Rio Grande, and Buenas
Aires. He lives and works in Ushuaia, Tierra del Fuego, where he has been working as a teacher since 1994,

MIGRO Adolfo

He was born in the city of Rosario, Santa Fe, A rgentina, on September 22nd, 1942, He graduates from the Natio-
nal School of Fine Arts Manuel Belgrano in 19°60, and continued his studies in the Superior School of Fine Arts
Prilidiano Pueyrredén, until 1962.

Born in Buenos Aires on May éth 1904, he studied architecture and decoration and entered the Academia Macio-
nal de Bellas Artes {Mational Fine Arts Academy), where he graduated as a professor of drawing in 1928,

There, he acted as a full professor in the Drawing and Composition. and Painting subjects. He made a studying trip
to Europe. He was a member of the Pintores Modernos (Modern Painters) group, which was firstly sponsored
by Asociacién Amigos del Arte (1930 1940) and later by Amigos del Libro (1946-52). In 1960, he was invited to
participate in the Exposicion del Sesquicentenario (150th Exhibition).

He tock part in several foreign exhibitions, the most important of which are the following: Mostra di Pittura
Argentina, Rome, Milan, Venice, and Genoa (1937); Internaticnal Exhibition, New York, Los Angeles, Richmond,
and California (1941); UMESCO International Exhibic, Paris (1946): Argentine Painting Exhibic in Israel (1952);
San Pablo VI Biennial Exhibition (1961).In 1965, the Mational Fine Arcs Academy invited him to participate in the
Palanza Award and, in 1968, in the Tres Arroyos Award.

He received important awards, among which are the following: First Prize and Gold Medal in the Mational Salon
{(1960); First Prize and Gold Medal in the Argentine Navy Salon (1962): Honorable Prize awarded by the Depar-
tment of Education and Geld Medal in the MNational Salon (1963).

He died in Buenos Aires, on june 27th 1971, “

Argentine Landscape First Prize,
Hebrew Society (1950).

He died in Buenos Aires in 1971.

PRESAS Leopoldo

He was born in Buenos Aires, on February 21st 1215, In 1938, he graduated from the MNartional Fine Arts Acade-
my and from the Graphic Arts Argentine Institute. He finished his studies with Lino Enea Spilimbergo. Since 1939,
he organized his first exhibitions as he became a member of the surrealist group “Orién”, which he founded
together with Barragan, Forte, Ideal Sinchez, Pierri and Venier, among others. He mounted some famous exhibi-
tions in the Modern Arts Museum, which allowed him to travel to Europe in order to improve his art skills by
visiting France, Spain, England, and Belgium. In 1965, he had an exhibition organized in the United States and was
invited to the Venice Biennial. In 1959, he received the Honorable Prize at the Mational Salon. Four years later,
he received the Palanza Award. Around 1967, he devoted himself to painting harbor landscapes and he made a
retrospective exhibition with 108 works in the former Gallery of Modern Art, Huntington Hartford Collection,
MNew York. In that same year. he was elected president of the Argentine Society of Plastic Artists. Between 1979
and 1987, he settled in Paris and in 1994 he had a retrospective exhibition organized in the Salas Nacionales de
Cultura, Palais de Glace, by the Zurbaran Gallery of Buenos Aires.

SOTO ACEBAL Jorge

He was born in Buenos Aires on June 28th, |891. Once he finished high school, he studied architecture for two
years with Alejandro Christophersen. In 1912, he arrived in Europe with the idea of completing his studies on
architecture and decoration, and attended Georges Renon’s atelier in Paris.¥When the war broke out, he moved
to ltaly and then to Spain, where he painted landscapes. He exhibited his watercolors in Seville and returned to
Argentina in |914.A year later, he exhibited at the Del Retiro Salon and, between 1917 and 1918, at the Natio-
nal Salon. He decorated murals, Allegory to Almirante Brown's Glories, at the Mariano Moreno High School of
Adrogua.

In 1915, he was one of the founders of the VWatercolorists, Pastelists and Engravers Society.

He was a professor at the National School of Higher Education in Fine Arts, a member of the National Academy
of Fine Arts and its president as of 1963.

He won the first prize at the National Salon in 1936,

He died in 1974.

He is represented at the Mational Museum of Fine Arts, at provincial museums, and at the Museum of Modern
Art in Madrid.



SUPISICHE Ricardo

He was born in the city of Santa Fe in 1912.In 1923, he lost his left arm in an accident, when he fell from a stree-
tcar. He started studying drawing and painting at the .M. Reinares Academy, in Santa Fe. He is a disciple of the
well-known engraver Sergio Sergei. He traveled to ltaly, where he met metaphysical painters. The most significant
theme of his works is the river, both at its human and landscape levels. He devoted himself to painting the banks
of the Parana River and its solitary and quiet inhabitants. At first, he was a realist, but then he started synthesizing
his works and using soft colors thereby denoting gentleness.He worked as a professor of drawing at the Town
Council Fine Arts School; as a professor of commercial drawing at the professional night school Leandro M. Alem;
he also works as a professor of painting at the Fine Arts School of the province of Santa Fe. He has made study
trips throughout Argentine coastal region and he has visited Uruguay, Paraguay, Brazil, and some European coun-
tries.He won several awards, such as the National 5alon First Prize in Parani and Tucuman, and the IKA Salon First
Prize in Cordoba. among others. He died in 1992.

ZAINO Salvador

He was born in Popoli (a cittadina antica in the Abruzzo Mountains, in front of the Adriatic Sea) in 1858.When he
was 30, he set sail for America and settled down in Rosario. Zaino belonged to the period in which artists moved
from mythological images and white female nudes to the relaxing painting of fresh landscapes on an easel at the
countryside. From the Neoclassical muses to the Impressionist light.

It was also the time of stringent academies. His biography states he traveled ro Genoa, in the north of ltaly. in
1868, at the age of ten, to study at the Belli Arti Linguistic Academy. Seven years later, and after having obtained
his diploma, he moved to Rome and then to Maples to work in Antonio Mancini, Teéfilo Patini and Francisco
Michetti’s workshops. There, he learnt mural decoration techniques, which were in fashion at the time. In 1895,
after giving some courses on artistic drawing at the Industrial Club in Rosario, he founded the first Fine Arts
Stimulus Academy in the same town. WWhen the new century was about ro start, he took up the post of full
professor of the drawing department in the prestigious MNational Teachers' Training College in Rosario. In the
meantime, while moving away from teaching to find his own expression, he painted the whole geography of his
home town — the river, the slope, the growing town, and the hamlet on the outskirts. His testimony can be found
in oil paintings “of thick and vigorous brushstrokes,” according to what he learnt from his teachers, who belonged
to the Macchiaioli movement, and in paintings of cutstanding light, where the Eurcpean's enthusiasm about the
vast plains and the powerful rivers can be noted. Salvador Zaino died on May | 7th, 1942, in his house located in
Alberti, on the magnificent slopes of the Parana river.




PUGLIESE Cesar

He was born in Buenos Aires in 1902 A self-taught artist, he concentrated on marine and port-related themes. He started to
take part in the Mational Salon in 1925, and organized solo exhibits. He was awarded the First Prize granted by the MNational
Cultural Committee at the Mational Salon in 1947,

QUINQUELA MARTIN Benito

Born in Buenos Aires on March Ist 1890, he was abandoned by his parents when he was born and adopted by the Chinchella family.
He started his artistic studies in Pezzini Sttiatessi Conservatory and attended the classes given by Alfredo Lazzari.In 1914, he took
part in the Primer Salén de Recusados (First Salon of Rejected Artists), and he held his first individual exhibition at the Witcomb
Gallery in 1918. Between 1935 and 1936, he made pottery and ook his first steps in mural painting. He then used both techniques
to decorate and inaugurate Pedro de Mendoza School Museum in La Boca. He founded and ran the Fine Arts Museum in La Boca
in 1938. Quinquela Martin made several donations and gave out lots to set up different educational and cultural institutions in La
Boca neighborhood. In 1939, he devored himself to the making of etchings portraying pain, joy and work at the harbor in their
different aspects. He exhibited on a number of occasions in — Argentina, Rio de Janeiro, Madrid, Paris, Mew York, Havana, Rome, and
Lendon. In 1920, he was awarded the Second Mational Salon Prize. In 1972, he was declared Honorary Member of the University
Senate by the University of Buenos Aires. In 1974, the Mational Arts Fund paid tribute to him and a retrospective exhibition of his
waorks was held in Salas Nacionales de Exposicién, Palais de Glace. He died in Buenos Aires on January 28th, 1977.

REPETTO Armando

He was born in Buenos Aires in 1893, He studied at the Fine Arts Academy of the Stimulus Society for three months in 1903
and later took a course in higher studies and graduated as civil engineer in 1917.In 1940, he presented his first individual exhibit
in Buenos Aires. Three years later, he presented his works at the Miller Gallery in the same city, from then on, he presented
periodical exhibits with good reviews and success among visitors. In 1967, he organized his last exhibition at the Katerotxipi
Gallery in Mar del Plata. He died in Buenos Aires on April 2nd, | 968,

RINGER Oton

He was born inVienna, the capital of Austria, on April 8th, 1906. He arrived in Argentina in 1930 and became an Argentine citizen,
Ringer painted for many years in the neighborhood of La Boca — he depicted the Vuelta de Rocha and other views, all of them
neighborhood motifs. His marine paintings are werth mentioning as he is one of the best interpreters of the Riachuelo together
with Quinquela Martin, Cinsolo, Lacdmera, and Imperiale. among others.

RONCHETTI Armando m

He was born in Buenos Aires on July 3rd, 1901, A self-taught artist. He was immersed in the stimulant ambience of the La Boca
painters. He produced a large number of marine works where he depicts mainly the old port of Buenos Aires. In 1961, he
exhibited 45 oils at the Argentine Gallery of Buenos Aires, this being his first and only experience exhibiting works in an official
institution related with the market. Later, he would rather exhibit and sell his works at the traditional Caminito fair in La Boca,
in direct contact with buyers. He died in Buenos Aires on March 21st, 1989,

TARRAF Adela

She was born in Buenos Aires, Argentina. Writer, sculptor, critic, literature professor, she founded the linerant Museum of Marine Art of
Buenos Aires and the Port of San Julidn Museum, in the province of Santa Cruz. She was director of the Corrientes Museum of Fine Arts,
She mounted several individual exhibits in important galleries of Buenos Aires, such as YWitcomb, Van Riel, Bl Nauta, Armisticio, Atica, and
Marienbad; and in the towns of Entre Rios, Corrientes,and 3an isidro. She took part in official and private salons getting several awards — the
Buenos Aires Mational Salon;in Rosario, in the Almirante Brown Salon. She is a regular lecturer and member of the jury in various art contests,
As a writer, she has published books — poetry.and philosophy and aesthetics essays. She lives and works in San Isidro, Buenos Aires.



URIARTE Carlos

He was born in Rosario, province of Santa Fe, on January 9th, 1910. He started to study art at the Gaspary Academy in Rosario
and later graduated from the Institute of Fine Arts of the Litoral University where he later worked as a teacher. In 1930, he
started to show his works in national and provincial salons. He was one of the Argentinean artists selected to send his works
to the Venice Biennial in |964. Following the stream of color and matter sensuality, he was an ourtstanding colorist. His stll lives
have become true excellent archetypes. He died in 1995,

YAZ Oscar Antonio

He was born in Buenos Aires on October 10th, 1909. He started to study art as a disciple of the marinist Eduardo de Martino
and continued his studies with Justo Lynch. He organized his first individual exhibit in 1946 at the Miiller Gallery of Buenos Aires
and,in 1943, he started o take part in salons and collective exhibits. He was in Europe between 1959 and 1960 and showed his
works in exhibits in France and Spain. He died in Buenos Aires in |987.

YODOVYOTZ Horacio

Born in 1942, he studied painting and drawing with Manuel Eichelbaum and Demetrio Urruchia. He graduated in 1967 obtaining
his degree in Architecture at the Universidad de Buenos Aires. As an Architect he projected and built apartment complexes,
commercial stores, offices. industries, and stands. He lives and work in Buenos Aires

WITJENS Jacques

He was born in The Hague on April 8th, 1881. In 1918, he took part in a collective exhibit in his home city.He arrived in
Argentina in 1920, and during his first years in this country his works showed nostalgia for Dutch landscapes he created out
of his memories. Later, he started to paint new topics and included brooks from the Delea and patios, porticas and allies of the
old Buenos Aires. He won the Single Painting Prize of the XXVl Mational Salon of Plastic Arts, and the Single Prize for foreign
artists awarded by the National Salon, among other prizes. He died in Buenos Aires on December 7th, 1956.
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
